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Key Words, use MiaKeywords style (12-point Garamond, flush right, boldface type)

The key words are your own designated key words, up to 8 words. 

They can refer to technologies or format. 

Use MiaKeywordsText style (11-point Garamond, flush right, single-spaced type). 

Leave one blank line after the “Key Words”, then begin the “Categories”.

Categories, use MiaKeywords style (12-point Garamond, flush right, boldface type)

The Category must be one of the category used in ACM Computing Reviews.

To find appropriate category consult:

 Use MiaKeywordsText style.


Enter your abstract here. Use MiaAbstract style (11-point Garamond, fully-justified, single-spaced type, set in italics with a 3-point space before each paragraph. Do not use the word “Abstract” in a head of your text. 

The abstract is obligatory and should be a carefully worded description of the problem, key ideas and results presented in your article. It has to be placed in the right column, as shown in this example. The size of this column sets the limits of the abstract’s length. 

Some information about the organisation of the first page. The first page is composed of two columns of unequal size: left column (width 14,5cm), right column (width 7,95cm), and space between columns 1,25cm. 

The left column (single-space typed, flushed right) contains the title and the subtitle of your article (in the upper part), information about authors of the article (below the title) and Keywords and Categories lists, situated at the bottom of the column.

The right column is justified and contains the abstract of your article.

Attention: While introducing your text, make sure not to delete the delimitation of this section: only this first page is divided in two columns, the rest of the paper is on one column (width 23,7cm) with text zones on the right side (width of the text zones 7,95cm ).
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We ask authors to follow these guidelines and make their article look exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to download the template from [www.map.archi.fr/mia/journal/MiAJournal_templ_fr.doc or MiAJournal_templ_fr.dot with macros to apply styles] and replace the content with your own. 

The main text is to be fully-justified text, in 11-point Garamond, single-spaced type with a 3-point space under each paragraph (MiaText style). The text part of the article contains structured text, divided into numbered sections (chapters). The sections may be subdivided.

An “Introduction” is obligatory. Clearly explain the nature of the problem, previous work, purpose, and contribution of your paper. Leave one blank line after the introduction, then begin the next section.

Note, that each page is composed of one a main text column and one sidenotes column.

2 - First-order headings (12-point Garamond)

First-order headings should be 12-point Garamond, boldface type, initially upper and lower case, single-spaced type, flush left, with a 3-point space under the line (MiaSectionTitle). Use expressive section titles. 

Leave one blank line after each section or subsection. 

2.1.  Second-order headings (11-point Garamond)

Second-order headings should be 11-point Garamond, boldface type, initially upper and lower case, single-spaced type, flush left, with a 3-point space under the line (MiaSubSectionTitle).

2.2.1  Third-order headings (11-point Garamond)

Third-order headings are discouraged. However, if you must use them, use 10-point Garamond, 1-point extended, upper and lower case, single-spaced type, flush left, with a 3-point space under the line (MiaSubSubSectionTitle).

3 -  SideNotes

Use sidenotes instead of footnotes (see note  NUMAUTO ). Place them at the right column of the page in which they are referenced. The use of sidenotes is recommended in order to provide details that would break the continuity of the main text.

Note, that the length of notes is limited to the size of the right column.
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Do not include headers, footers or page numbers in your submission. These will be added when the publications are assembled.

For lists use MiaList style (see an example below).

5 - Figures and Tables

· Small/Medium figures and tables should be grouped in the right column together with the sidenotes. The captions should be placed under the image (see Fig. 1a).

· Big and important images may be placed in the left column. In this case a caption is placed in the right column, on the  top-right side of the image (see Fig. 1b). 

· Very large images may take the width of both columns. A caption shall be placed in the sidenotes column (see Fig. 1c). 

Please, avoid complicated solutions that may disrupt the composition of page. 

For the captions, like for the sidenotes, use a 7,95 cm wide text-box, placed 15,8 cm from the left margin of the page, all inside margins of the text-box set 0. Each caption should start with the abbreviation “Fig.” for figures or “Tab.” for tables, preceded by succeeding figure or table numbers (Fig. 1., Fig. 2., Fig.3, … / Tab. 1., Tab. 2., Tab.3, … ). Use 10-point Garamond, boldface type. 

For caption texts use MiaSideNote Style (9-point Garamond, justified, single-spaced type). A caption text should be followed by image references, placed in square brackets (9-point Garamond, justified, single-spaced type, set in italics).

Figures and tables must be numbered separately. Examples:

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Images must be submitted as EMBEDDED images in your document. 

Please, use a reference in the main text to link figures and tables with the main text. Example: “… A caption shall be placed in the sidenotes column (see Fig. 1c) …”

6 - Conclusion

Clearly indicate advantages, limitations and possible applications. 

7 - Acknowledgements

Place acknowledgements here (if relevant).

References (12-point Garamond)

References must be numbered in the order cited in the article and indicated in the text by the numbers in square brackets. Example:

“… Although 3D models that mimic reality prove relevant with respect to some popularisation goals (cf. [14]), we favour an opposite approach in which what is “beyond” the image is more important that the image itself, in line with P. Alkhoven [15] for example. …”

Use justified text, in 10-point Garamond, single-spaced type (MiaReferences style). For URL addresses use 9-point Time New Roman set in italics.

Names of Authors

For the names of authors use the following conventions: 

There is only one author:                      P. Johnson, 

There are two or three authors:             Y. Lee et B. Crane, / Y. Lee, M. Pioupiou et B. Crane,

There are more than three authors:       M. Smith et al.,

Note 2.    Note that the title of an article is in upper and lower case letters, set in italics and placed in quotation marks “ ”. The title is followed by a comma. There is no point in the end of the reference line.








Note 3.   Note that a journal title is set in italics. 
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Note 4.     Note that in the case of digital sources the type of support, as well as an URL address shall be specified:


the type of support should be given in square brackets [ ]


      (e.g. [CD-ROM], [on-line], …),


the URL address set in italics in angle brackets <> 


      (e.g. <http://www.something.org>).


For on-line sources the date of consultation should be specified in parentheses - e.g. (page consulted 08/05/2006).








Note 1.    Place your sidenote here. A sidenote is a 7,95 cm wide text-box, positionned 15,8 cm from the left margin of the page, all inside margins of the text-box set to 0.


Each sidenote should start with the word “Note” preceded by the note number (see example above – 10-point Garamond, set in italics). Use continuing numbering of the notes in the article.  


For sidenotes use MiaSideNote style (9-point Garamond, justified, single-spaced type).
